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Rosie and I both grew up poor in rural Missis-

sippi. Rosie with nine siblings, her mom and dad 

and me, for most of my early years, with seven 

siblings and my mom.  Yet, a seed was planted 

inside both of us as we became believers under 

the ministry of John and Vera Mae Perkins.  

(The John M. Perkins Foundation will be 
celebrating 50 Years  of Ministry in June this 

year!) 
 

Under their ministry we became the first two young people to receive Christ, be 

discipled and then go away to get training in the late 60õs to return through Godõs 

grace in the early 70õs.   
 

We served twenty-seven years with Mendenhall Ministries and then twelve years 

with Mission Mississippi, a movement that seeks to eliminate racial division in the 

Body of Christ, however I still continue to serve part-time.   
 

Beginning in January 2009, God led us to concentrate on building R.E.A.L. Chris-

tian Foundation as a vehicle to provide mentoring and financial support to rural 

Christian ministries in Mississippi.  Our desire is to connect with those who have 

a heart for those trapped in rural poverty like we were, and to engage them in 

working with us to build a perpetual way of supporting rural Mississippi minis-

tries.   
 

Wes Wilmer, a friend, who I served with on the Board of ECFA (Evangelical 

Council for Financial Accountability), just finished a book òRevolution in Generos-

ityó. He says that, ògenerosity is the natural outcome of Godõs transforming work 

in individuals when they are conformed to the image of Christ and become gen-

erous as Christ is generousó.  Yes, we are looking for those who would be gener-

ous toward helping us build a greater vehicle to connect with the needs of rural 

Mississippi.
